Anxious

¢ Hair stands up
¢ Moves low to the ground
¢ Tail tucked in, flicks
¢ Hides or turns their back
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Cautious

¢ Tentative posture

e Legs stiffen

e Ears back or rotating
¢ Sniffs the air or object
e Whiskers pulled back
¢ Tail down, flicks

¢ Relaxed/soft posture
¢ Seeks attention

¢ Ears up and forward
¢ Eyes blink slowly

e Whiskers out

¢ Tail up
